Student Engagement sessions held with all the Grade 9’s across the division in March. These 
sessions were used to gather information about the impacts of COVID on this group of 
students’ overall wellbeing as well as their high school preparedness and what we can do at the 
Board level better. 
 
We approved our 2022/23 Capital Plan. LTIS Modernization $20.1M, Smith Modernization 
$9.4M, Grassland Modernization $4.1M. These estimates are from the 2012 recapp audit. 
 
The motion to close Rochester School will be lifted to the floor at the next Board meeting April 
21. 
 
HAK is hosting a Career Fair April 21. 
 
We are planning an Indigenous Flag raising ceremony at Division Office in June. 
 
There has been significant snow removal costs this year across the division.  The Division has 
purchased two new maintenance vans.
